In 1930, the first Cubbing rank badges were Wolf, Bear and Lion.
In 1938, the Bobcat pin was introduced as the entry-level badge for a new Cub.

In 1941, the Webelos rank was added.  It was for a Cub who had completed his Lion badge and had also completed certain requirements for Tenderfoot, the first rank in Boy Scouts.

In 1967, the rank of Lion was dropped.
In 1972 or at the end of 1971, the old Webelos rank badge changed its name to the Arrow of Light badge.
