2009 Fourth of July Parade
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I would like to take this opportunity to welcome those participants for this year’s Fourth of July Parade. This year promises to be another great year where the Boy Scouts of America will help to celebrate our independence with the rest of the Community and the Nation. This is our chance to show those around us that we are strong in number and are here to render service to the Community when needed and provide a great youth program for our area. Below you will find the requirements for the parade. We ask this year that each unit be organized in parade fashion and march together. The Cub Scouts should be in the forefront with the Boy Scout and Venturing Crews behind them. Each unit should march with the American Flag and their unit flag so that the crowd knows what unit you represent.
1. There will be only one individual picked to sign in for all units. That individual will be announced to everyone in late June and we will send an additional email out so that everyone knows who it is.

2. Assembly area-Webster Street at Kentucky Street in Eastern Lanes, opposite normal traffic pattern. Lining up on Webster Street toward Kentucky Street.
3. Parade will be traditional, allowing one minute for a salute—not full performances—at the reviewing stand.
4. No Political entries—local current, elected office holders are invited as guests.

5. The American Legion Flag Code will apply to all color/honor guards.

6. No entry may enter the parade route more than once.

7. No vehicles or animals for the Boy Scout entry. (If there is a unit that has a vehicle entry, please let me know immediately)
8. No one under 8 years of age may appear as an entry unless accompanied by an adult over 18 years of age. 
9. The reviewing stand will be located at the right side of the lineup. Entry numbers should be prominently displayed on the right side and first element of the entry.

10. Entries must maintain fifty (50) feet between entries, keeping elements of the entry as close together as possible.

11. NO THROWING OF OBJECTS OR CANDY FROM ANY ENTRY: SUBJECT TO IMMEDIATE REMOVAL FROM THE LINE UP.
12. Entries must be presented ad maintained in keeping with a family-oriented event: no depiction of violence or overt sexual content.
